I\ Leikanger is a town with app. 2300 inhabitants and constituted a separate municipality until 2020. Leikanger is the former
administrative centre of Sogn og Fjordane county, which merged with Hordaland county in 2020.

The 16-kilometre shoreline between the waterfalls Kvinnafossen and Fatla is locally referred to as Systrond. Facing the south

‘and boasting a favourable climate as well as easy access to water for irrigation, the area has a long history of food production,

including fruit, berries, vegetables, and meat. For a century, Leikanger has hosted a national centre for research on fruit and

berry cultivation and development of new species and varieties. Being the county’s administrative centre, Leikanger has a long

history of hosting most functions of state and county in Sogn og Fjordane. Government officials settled in residences at suitable -

farms along the fjord with having a favourable climate and proximity to the fjord, where most transportation took place at =

that time.
